DENGUE FEVER CASES IN CALASIAO

January to May 13, 2011
INFORMATION:

A total of 48 suspect cases of Dengue Fever were reported in Calasiao, Pangasinan from January 1 to May 13 this year.  At the time of this report, there may be other cases not yet reported. The reporting on Dengue Fever cases is dependent on data coming from both government and private hospitals. We also include cases seen in our health facilities where Dengue Fever cases are managed and treated at home although the number is quite few. There were 25 females and 23 males, with the youngest at 3 years of age and the oldest at 75. No deaths were reported due to Dengue Fever.

Barangays Bued, Mancup, Longos and San Miguel will be the focus of concern for monitoring and surveillance for the cases of suspected Dengue Fever although the whole municipality will be subjected to a higher level of awareness and anti-dengue fever activities due to the onset of the rainy season. 
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This graph on the weekly incidence of Dengue Fever will tend to show a downtrend of the reported cases but this data can be due to the inadequate monitoring, surveillance and reporting because the entire health manpower resources of the local, provincial and regional health services were deployed for the DOH’s Measles Rubella Supplemental Immunization Activity (MR-SIA)for the whole month of April and early half of May this year.  It is expected that the reports of suspected Dengue Fever cases will be more accurate in the next few weeks to ensure proper interventions.

The above graph compares the incidence of Dengue Fever in Calasiao for the same period of time the past three years with that for this year. This year’s number of cases is already more than thrice the number than that of the year 2008 wherein Calasiao eventually had a total of 191 cases. While for the same period, the year 2010 may only have 6 cases, a total of 101 cases were eventually reported for last year. A total 58 cases were reported in 2009. This graph can demonstrate the following:
1. The early cases in 2011 are already more than that of 2008 and are significant in such a way that this trend may lead to more than 200 cases of Dengue Fever suspects for 2011.

2. The early cases in 2010 may not show the same high starting trend of 2008 but Calasiao eventually had a total of 101 cases. 

Taking these two points together, as well as the accepted year-round incidence of Dengue Fever in our country, Calasiao may be facing a bigger challenge for 2011 in the management and control of Dengue Fever. The local government already put in place preventive and intervention measures in order to address this challenge but the major thrust will still be environmental sanitation and that all other activities should revolve around this thrust.
