DENGUE FEVER CASES IN CALASIAO

January to July 4, 2011
INFORMATION:

A total of 72 suspect cases of Dengue Fever were reported in Calasiao, Pangasinan from January 1 to July 4 this year (compared to 62 cases from January to June 21, 2011).  At the time of this report, there may be other cases not yet reported. The reporting on Dengue Fever cases is dependent on data coming from both government and private hospitals. We also include cases seen in our health facilities where Dengue Fever cases are managed and treated at home although the number is quite few. There were 36 females and 36 males, with the youngest at 2 years of age and the oldest at 75. No deaths were reported due to Dengue Fever.

Eighteen (18) among the twenty-four (24) barangays of Calasiao is now affected. Barangays Bued, Gabon, Mancup, Buenlag, Songkoy and San Miguel will be the focus of concern for monitoring and surveillance for the cases of suspected Dengue Fever although the whole municipality will be subjected to a higher level of awareness and anti-dengue fever activities due to the onset of the rainy season.  Barangay Bued will have to undettake major actions because of the sudden increase of its reported cases.
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The very high incidence of reported Dengue Fever suspect cases in the early part of  the year has prompted the Health Office to start its anti-Dengue Fever activities earlier although these activities are always in place in Calasiao due to the year-round incidence of the disease in the municipality. The trendline, as seen in both figures above, denotes the fact that 2 cases have already been reported for the first 4 days for the month of July, (with 5 cases for the first week of July still under investigation, mostly from Barangay Bued) and with the onset of the rainy season, this trend can very well be expected unless immediate and appropriate interventions are made. 
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The above graph compares the incidence of Dengue Fever in Calasiao for the same period the past five years with that for this year. This year’s number of suspected cases is already more than that of the year 2008 wherein Calasiao eventually had a total of 191 cases. For the same period in 2010, there were only 7 cases but a total of 101 cases were eventually reported for last year. This graph can demonstrate the following:
1. The early cases in 2011 are already more than that of 2008 and this is significant since this trend may lead to more than 200 cases of Dengue Fever suspects for 2011.

2. The early cases in 2010 may not show the same high starting trend of 2008 but Calasiao eventually had a total of 101 cases. 

Taking these two points together, as well as the accepted year-round incidence of Dengue Fever in our country, Calasiao may be facing a bigger challenge for 2011 in the management and control of Dengue Fever. The local government already put in place preventive and intervention measures in order to address this challenge but the major thrust will still be environmental sanitation and that all other activities should revolve around this thrust. 
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The Alert and Epidemic Thresholds for Dengue Cases in Calasioa have been breached from January to April of this year. The January reported cases more than doubled the Epidemic Threshold but the Health Office was resolute in undertaking control measures and observed the results before making any recommendation to the LGU officials to declare an outbreak. The Provincial Health Office was informed and was aware of the situation and was on hand to assist Calasiao.  The succeeding months revealed a steady decline of the suspect cases but still breached the epidemic thresholds up to April. It was fortunate that the cases went down in April and no cases for May as the Health Office implemented the nationwide DOH’s Measles Rubella Supplemental Immunization Activity (MR-SIA) as the project virtually depleted the health personnel who can respond to Dengue Fever suspect case investigations and interventions. Reports of Dengue Fever cases again started coming in the first week of June and this was immediately addressed by the Health Office since its manpower was back on tap after the MR-SIA and its Rapid Coverage Assessment (RCA). The cases reported in Barangay Bued occurred the last week of June up to the first week of July. The month of June passed with its reported cases not breaching the alert and epidemic thresholds. Hopefully this can be maintained for the rest of the year with the planned interventions and the relatively high alert and epidemic thresholds of the town of Calasiao.
