DENGUE FEVER CASES IN CALASIAO

January to February 4, 201
INFORMATION:

A total of 13 suspect cases of Dengue Fever were reported in Calasiao, Pangasinan from January 1 to February 4 this year.  At the time of this report, there may be other cases not yet reported. The reporting on Dengue Fever cases is dependent on data coming from both government and private hospitals. We also include cases seen in our health facilities where Dengue Fever cases are managed and treated at home although the number is quite few. No deaths were reported due to Dengue Fever.
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DENGUE FEVER CASES IN CALASIAO
Per Barangay
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Barangay Bued, which only had a total of 8 Dengue Fever suspects the whole period of  last year (a total 101 cases in Calasiao in 2010), has the most number of cases at the start of the year 2011 with 4 cases. Barangay Nagsaing (total of 10 cases in 2010)  has 2 reported cases and was the barangay with the most cases reported before the  year 2010 ended. Barangay San Miguel, with total cases of 4 in 2010, also has 2 cases. Barangay Ambonao and Barangay Songkoy (both with only 4 cases in 2010) have 2 and 1 respectively while Barangay Malabago (3 cases in 2010) and Quesban, which had no case at all in 2010, now has 1 case each at the beginning of this year. This graph reflects the concern of the Department of Health that indeed, Dengue Fever is now endemic and is present all year-round and not only during the rainy season.. This fact should be a major concern for our local community, requiring continuous efforts in the anti-Dengue Fever activities being implemented.
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This graph compares the incidence of Dengue Fever in Calasiao for the same period the past three years with that for this year. This year’s number of cases is already more than that of the year 2008 wherein Calasiao eventually had a total of 191 cases. While the start of the year 2010 may only have 3 cases, a total of 101 cases were eventually reported for last year. A total 58 cases were reported in 2009. This graph can demonstrate the following:
1. The early cases in 2010 are already more than that of 2008 and are significant in such a way that this starting trend may lead to more than 200 cases of Dengue Fever suspects for 2011.

2. The early cases in 2010 may not show the same high starting trend of 2008 but Calasiao eventually had a total of 101 cases. 

Taking these two points together, as well as the accepted year-round incidence of Dengue Fever in our country, Calasiao may be facing a huge challenge for 2011 in the management and control of Dengue Fever. The local government should start putting in place preventive and intervention measures in order to address this challenge. The major thrust will still be environmental sanitation and that all other activities should revolve around this thrust. 
ROLES: 

1. LOCAL CHIEF EXECUTIVE: The Municipal Mayor, Hon. Mark Roy Q. Macanlalay, will approve and spearhead all activities, projects and programs related to Dengue Fever control and prevention in the municipality of Calasiao. He will direct and monitor the proper implementation of the aforementioned activities. He will be regularly updated by the MHO on the status of Dengue Fever and will consider recommendations by the MHO so as to institute whatever is needed to address any problem which may be identified.  Mayor Macanlalay will mobilize any available resources and support to ensure that appropriate measures be undertaken to control and prevent Dengue Fever. 
2. SANGGUNIANG BAYAN: The SB Chairman on Health should ensure the enactment of ordinances and approval of resolutions pertinent to the anti-Dengue Fever drive. The representation will have to provide all possible support for the clean-up and information campaigns against Dengue Fever. 

3. BARANGAY OFFICIALS: The Punong Barangay should mobilize their communities and schools to conduct regular clean-up drives. The barangay officials should come up with an ordinance or a resolution which will institutionalize the clean-up drives and make the activity a habitual undertaking or routine in their respective barangays and schools. They should allocate funds for activities for the prevention and control of Dengue Fever (mobilization expenses, cleaning materials, information materials, fuel and chemicals for the misting machine in the presence of actual cases of Dengue Fever in their area).

4. DEPEd: All school supervisors, heads, principals, teachers and students are encouraged to be involved in regular clean-up drives in their campuses. Teachers are requested to conduct lectures and information dissemination regarding Dengue Fever to their student. 

5. HEALTH OFFICE: The staff of the Health Office, in cooperation with the barangay officials and the barangay health workers, will again conduct house to house ocular inspection of the households and their surroundings to emphasize cleaning and removal of breeding places of mosquitoes, at the same time, distribute health advisories.  The MHO will provide updates of Dengue Fever status to inform the LCE, other concerned officials and the health staff of the developments and any intervention that may be necessary. The MHO will give lectures to the health staff about updates on Dengue Fever as a form of information dissemination in their respective catchment areas. The MHO will be in charge of monitoring anti Dengue activities and evaluation of performance, supervise febrile cases surveillance, the platelet count being done at the Main Health Center laboratory and perform epidemiological investigation consolidation and analysis. The health staff and the BHWs will be involved in finding and  early referral of suspected Dengue cases (for early treatment and prevent complications) as well as perform epidemiological investigations and reporting

6. ENVIRONMENTAL CONSULTANT: The Environmental Sanitation and Dengue Fever Prevention and Control consultant, Mr. Gil Parayno, in lieu of a regular Rural Sanitary Inspector (RSI), will do the rounds of the various affected barangays and conducts lectures on the importance of cleanliness as the primary objective in the control and prevention of Dengue Fever. He will oversee the operation and management of the misting operation and of the misting machine itself. He will provide the MHO with his reports, recommendations and observation for consideration in the over-all approach in the prevention of control of Dengue Fever in Calasiao.
